COVID19 Update

The updated Diocesan Covid requirements states that "beginning January 24,
schools may begin returning to recommended masks on a school-by-school
basis when the requirements below are met:

® The school has 5-10 cases or less, and
e (Cases are declining”

This week our cases have increased and we are over ten cases (as of Thursday
afternoon we have 18 among students and faculty, more including our
community). Because of this, we will continue in masks for at least another
week.

In the month of January 15% of our students have tested positive for Covid. In
our community (students, faculty, parents), we have 112 positive cases in
January that we are aware of.
